1. SECURITY INSTRUCTIONS

Please respect these instructions scrupulously to avoid any risk of fire, electric shock,
scald or other wounds and damage. During the use of this appliance, fundamental
circumspection of security must always be noticed, such as:

- Take into account the instructions to be systematically kept with the appliance.

- Install the appliance always in instructions respect. A 40 cm distance minimum
with the partition or the wall is necessary.

- Protect the appliance from direct light of the sun, frost and humidity.

3. CONFORMITY OF USE

Use the device only to defrost, brown, glaze, grill toasts, gratins, pizzas, onion
soups... without pre-heating.

4. WAY OF FUNCTIONING

These salamanders exist in 11 versions (8 electric versions and 3 gas versions)
SALAMANDERS WITH MOVABLE TOP

Salamanders SEM 600 and SEM 800 are respectively fitted with two or three cook-
ing areas, a removable inside tray and a commutator to select power.

The top of the salamander is movable and enables you to adapt the cooking position
to grill, glaze or brown your foodstuffs.

FIXED SALAMANDERS

Salamanders SEF 800 are fitted with three cooking areas, a removable inside tray,
two racks enabling to adjust the grid with handles on 3 levels to adapt cooking posi-
tion.

To turn on the salamander, just turn the commutator control knob (n°2 on picture) on
the wished position according to desired cooking zone. The control pilot light ignites
(n°1 on picture), regarding the selected cooking area.

the device is on and the orange pilot light ignites (n°2 on picture), plate is heating.
When orange pilot light switches off, the device is ready for the cooking.

Position 1 : Left area
Position 2 : Right area
Position 3 : Complete area.
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5. FUNCTIONING / MANIPULATION

a) Installation / assembly:

- Unpack carefully the device of its packaging.

- Place the salamander on a plane and heatproof surface.

- Never place the device near a wall or near a partition makes of combustible materi-
als even if it is very well isolated.

- A distance of minimum 40 cm with the partition or the wall is necessary.

- Remove the protective film from the top, the rear, the sides and the tray.

- Unlock the movable top by unscrewing the screw located on the back of the ma-
chine thanks to a 10 pipe key (models SEM).

- In case of connection directly to the electrical network, a disconnection mode has to
be planned in conformity with the norms.

CAUTION :

During use: never place the machine on surfaces or near walls, partitions or
kitchen furniture and similar— except if they are made with a non combustible
material or recovered with non combustible thermic insulation, and pay atten-
tion to fire preventions rules.

b) First starting:

During the first use, warm your machine up outside to evacuate residual smokes of
manufacturing oil from the metallic parts. This may emit a slight smell for a few mo-
ments.

First cleaning
Clean the device before the first use. (See 6. Cleaning)

Connection of the device

- Check that the tension and the frequency of the electricity network suit to the values
indicated on the descriptive plate.

- Check that neither the cord nor the plug are damaged. If necessary, it has to be re-
placed by the manufacturer, its after sale service or any qualified person to avoid any
risk.

- Make sure that every control knob is positioned on O.

- Unwind completely the electric power cable and connect it in a plug connected with
the earth.

- The device is connected.

NB: in case of connection of the device in a plug without earth protection or directly on
the electricity network, confide its connection to a qualified person .

The cooking with infrared radiation (quartz tube and glass ceramic) do not need pre-
heating.

Stopping the appliance
Set the commutator control knob on 0
Disconnect the power cable.
Let the device cool it down
Clean the appliance. (see 6. Cleaning)

d) Breakdown / repair:

In case of breakdown or of damaged part, please call your after-sales service and con-
fide any technical operation to qualified person.

When you contact the after-sales service of your distributor or your store, give him the
complete reference of your device (commercial name, type and serial number). This
information appears on the visible descriptive plate behind the device.

6. CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Disconnect the device.

- Let cool completely the device before any technical intervention or cleaning.

- Never clean the quartz tubes when they are hot

- Avoid touching quartz tubes with your fingers but use a cloth moistened with spirit.

- Clean regularly the external walls of your device with warm water and wash liquid:
avoid the abrasive towelling. Rinse your device with a wet sponge.

- Never clean the device under a water jet, the infiltrations would risk to damage it in a
irreparable way.

- Never immerse the device, the cord or the plug in the water or quite other liquid to
avoid any electric shock.

- During a prolonged non-use, we recommend you strongly to keep the device shielded
from the humidity.
